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The Bridgeport-Spaulding Community School District (herein after referred to as “District”) is located southeast of the City of Saginaw off Interstate-75 in Saginaw County, Michigan.  It serves all of Bridgeport and Spaulding Townships.  In 2008-09, the District’s student population was approximately 1700 in its Pre-K through grade 12 programs.  District programs are housed in an early childhood center, one elementary school, one middle school, one high school, and an alternative high school.  The 2008-09 operating budget is approximately     $17 million, and the District spends $9,949 per student.


The Bridgeport-Spaulding Community School District mission statement affirms that... All students will learn and effectively use fundamental skills and develop abilities that will enable them to achieve lifelong success in our changing global society.  To this end, we commit our skills, abilities, and resources


The District has adopted core curriculum, including grade level and course standards and benchmarks in the areas of English/Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, and Social Studies.  Curriculum is aligned with the Michigan Grade Level Content Expectations (GLCEs) and the New Michigan High School Content Expectations. During the 2008-09 school year the district undertook the writing of curriculum units for all social studies and science classes grades 7-12, math and English classes in grade 9-12.  These units are based on the GLCEs and HSCEs and use the Understanding by Design Framework.

Grade K-12 teams continue to adjust the curriculum based on information provided through on-going assessment procedures.  Among the assessments used are the Michigan Literacy Progress Profile (MLPP), the Directed Reading Assessment (DRA), the Giacobbi Invented Spelling Inventory, the Michigan Educational Assessment Program (MEAP), 6+1 Writing Traits, Michigan Merit Exam (MME), grade level content assessments and the American College Testing Program (ACT).  The building school improvement teams use the data from these and other assessments to write and monitor specific school improvement plans.


In addition to the District’s Pre-K – grade 12 program, students have the following educational opportunities and options:

· Millet Learning Center, located in Bridgeport Township, is operated by the Saginaw Intermediate School District.  It serves students with special needs.  They receive instruction in behavior and self-care skills, as well as practical work skills for daily living. The parent and school district through the Individualized Educational Planning Committee (IEPC) process determine placement in this program.  

· Saginaw Career Complex is operated by the School District of the City of Saginaw.  It provides programs and services in vocational and technical courses of study for high school students focusing on success in the world of work and/or higher education.  Students are involved in the program through the high school scheduling process.  Students are responsible for their own transportation.

· Saginaw Arts and Sciences Academy is operated by the School District of the City of Saginaw.  The program provides enhanced academic services to students who qualify.  Students are responsible for their own transportation.
· Hillier Educational Center provides services to students with severe emotional impairment.  This countywide program is offered by the School District of the City of Saginaw.  It assists students in developing personal confidence, socially acceptable behavior, and the skills necessary to become responsible individuals.  Students are placed in the program through the IEPC process.

· County-Wide Hearing Program is located at Fuerbringer Elementary School in Saginaw.  The program helps students learn to use language for written and oral communication.  The IEPC process is used to place students in this program.

· B.A.S.E. Bridgeport’s Alternative for Successful Education Program is a structured secondary school.  The program is designed for the training and development of students who have experienced little success in a previous school setting.  

The program addresses the needs of young people in the areas of:
· Underachievement

· Antisocial or delinquent behavior

· Substance Abuse

· School alienation

· Teen Parenthood

· Problem behaviors

· Lack of interest in school

· Academics

All K–12 students are ensured placement in courses/subjects necessary for them to receive adequate instruction in core academic subject areas.

All students have opportunities to participate in all programs offered by the District or individual schools.  In addition, all private and non-public schools are invited to participate in federal programs for which they are eligible.


According to the NCLB Act of 2001, all teachers must meet state standards to be highly qualified by 2005.

The District, at all levels, involves parents in the decision-making process.  Parents are an integral part of the School Improvement Teams of the District and each school.


Every public school and school district in Michigan is required to develop a 3-5 Year School Improvement Plan.  Each school, along with the District writes a School Improvement plan.   These plans are presented publicly and reviewed annually to ensure continuous improvement. These plans are adopted by the Board of Education and serves as a guide for improving student performance and to determine professional development needs.  

The 2008-10 District School Improvement goals are:

GOAL # 1:  Implement a Standards-Based Thinking curriculum grades K-12.

GOAL # 2:  Improve writing performance of all students

GOAL # 3:  Meet and address the needs of at risk students

Student achievement data is used to make decisions about student instructional needs, develop action plans for continuous improvement, and plan professional development activities for all staff.  District funds, as well as state and federal grant money, support the improvement process in all schools. Both the Middle School and the High School are working with the High Schools that Work and Making Middle Grades Work model for improvement.

Additional information and School Improvement Plans of the District and its schools are available at the Educational Services Center and at each building.


Bridgeport High School is accredited by the North Central Association (NCA) of Colleges and Schools and is currently in the review process with NCA.

In 2002, Michigan implemented an accreditation program entitled, “Education, YES!”   More information about “Education YES!” can be obtained from www.michigan/gov.mde.


Both Thomas White (Targeted Assistance) and Martin G. Atkins Elementary School (Schoolwide) are identified as Title I schools.  Target Assistance funds, currently, are used to provide support for the academic improvement of identified students in reading, writing and mathematics.  Under the Schoolwide designation, the school is able to use funds for the improvement of learning for all students in the school.  Student achievement in Title I schools is reviewed through the categories of gender, ethnicity, disability status, migrant status, English proficiency, and socioeconomic status.  Thomas White has applied to provide a Schoolwide Program for the 2009-10 school year.  


According to the federal No Child Left Behind Act of 2002-03 (hereinafter referred to as “NCLB”), every school in the nation must achieve Adequate Yearly Progress in English Language Arts and Mathematics annually so that all students will be proficient in those subjects by 2014.

Schools that receive federal Title I funds will be sanctioned under NCLB legislation for not receiving the AYP status.  Schools not receiving Title I funds will face implications under the Michigan “Education, Yes!” accreditation program.

MEAP – MME – ACT 

Student achievement data at the District and school levels are analyzed yearly using Michigan Educational Assessment Program scores at the elementary and middle school level.  The high school and BASE use the MME/ACT.  100% of the students in BSCS were assessed.  All primary students, grade K-2, are assessed using the Giacobbi Invented Spelling Inventory for writing, the Developmental Reading Assessment (DRA) and Michigan Literacy Progress Profile (MLPP) for reading.  Mathematics is being assessed at all grades K-6 using school district designed and developed assessments aligned with the Grade Level Content Expectations.

MEAP/MME Subgroups

State and federal legislation requires that schools report and compare scores of subgroups (gender, socioeconomic status, disability - i.e., special education, ethnicity, limited English proficiency), if more than 30 students fit in any subgroup for any test.

The School Improvement Teams of the District and each building must develop an improvement plan that addresses the achievement for all subgroups.
